He even took Christine (three years younger than
he) to her senior prom. Richard proposed to Christine and they were married
years later. They had three children, Richard Christian, Nicole Rachele and
Tina Marie.  He lived with his wife Christine and children in Cleveland until
they decided to make the move out to Las Vegas, in 1973. 
In Las Vegas, Richard began working in the casino industry at the Stardust
and then eventually moved over to the Sands Hotel where he remained an
employee for approximately 15 years, providing a beautiful and joyous life for
his wife and their three children. He then began his own business and later
retired with his wife by his side.
